The Committee consists of  (3) members each serving a three (3) year term. The purpose of the Legal Fund is to provide working code officials who are members of our association for at least one full year, assistance in defraying any legal expenses incurred in the defense of his/her official position. IT IS NOT INTENED TO PAY ALL LEGAL COSTS. The request for assistance must be in writing to a member of the committee who will meet to evaluate the potential impact that a decision may have on code enforcement. Any denial by the committee may be appealed to the Executive Board. If assistance is granted, a one hour meeting is scheduled with our associations attorney. The cost is paid from our attorney’s retainer fee. If it is decided to proceed, the committee may pay for costs up to three thousand dollars ($3000.00). State aims to smooth construction process, but town officials raise alarms

The state is proposing a change to construction regulations that would allow contractors to outfit commercial properties for new tenants before getting permits from local inspectors.

Owners of office buildings, shopping centers and industrial sites have complained to the state Department of Community Affairs that local officials take too long to inspect projects and issue permits, delaying projects by weeks and costing extra.

The rule change, officially proposed on Sept. 19, would reclassify as "minor work" renovations that make way for new businesses to move into office buildings.

DCA Commissioner Lori Grifa heralded the proposed change as a way to streamline the regulatory process for developers.

"You don’t have to wait for the permit," Grifa said, eliciting applause at an event in New Brunswick last week held by the state chapter of NAIOP, a commercial real estate owners’ trade group.

Local building officials have decried the proposed change, saying it would allow contractors to operate without sufficient oversight and potentially imperil public safety.

"There are oftentimes plumbing, electrical and fire violations that, with this rule change, would not be found," said Gary Montroy, Mahwah’s construction code official. "It would eliminate the watchdogs."

What if a landlord puts up a wall partition but doesn’t properly adjust the sprinkler system and there’s a fire? Montroy asked.

Inspectors would still have a role, but primarily at the end of the process when they conduct final inspections before issuing certificates of occupancies that allow tenants to move in.

Still, construction officials said the rule change could wind up costing landlords more if inspectors at the end of the process find problems and order work to be redone.

"If we go in there and there’s something wrong, they’re not moving in," said Joe Mellone, the construction official in Hackensack. "They’re going to be opening up walls, and then they’re going to be more upset."

Alex Klatskin, general partner at Forsgate Industrial Partners, a Teterboro-based owner of industrial properties, said the commercial real estate industry — with licensed professionals overseeing the process — sufficiently regulates itself.

"The system is well-policed," internally, Klatskin said.

Having multiple inspections in towns where employees may only work a couple days a week can delay the permit process for two to eight weeks, and the construction process by two to four weeks, said Klatskin, who is the national chairman of NAIOP.

(Klatskin and building officials agree that permitting delays have grown as cash-strapped towns have cut back on staffing the last couple years.)

Klatskin said local inspectors could still conduct surprise inspections and halt work before construction has been completed. Under the proposal, property owners would have to notify the town verbally when construction begins.

"They can come out and inspect any time," Klatskin said. "The job is always open to them. It’s just not required for us to wait for them."

If a town’s inspectors only work part time, however, any problematic work may be covered up by walls by the time inspectors visit, said Thomas Pinand, Vernon Township’s construction official who is president of the Building Officials Association of New Jersey.

The DCA is accepting public comments on the proposed rule change until Nov. 18. The agency has already received a handful of comments from building officials expressing opposition.
